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The Commission has proposed a single digital declaration portal to reduce 
administrative burden for posting workers.

The e-declaration portal aims to reduce businesses’ administrative burden. 
It will help companies comply with their obligation to submit a declaration 
when posting workers to other Member States, while maintaining the high 
protection of workers’ rights already enshrined in EU legislation.
